WORKMAN MEETS
TERRIBLE DEATH

Charles Hamllton Caught by
Cave in of Sewer Ditch. o

WAS BURIED UP
T0 HIS NECK

Death Resulted From_ Strangulation
"+ Before He Could be

, + Removed.

An accldent of-the. most appaliing
character, and ‘ono which has come
as g shock to the entire community,
occurred yesterday afternoon about b
o'cloek, in the vicinity of Fifteenth
street and Fifth avenuc north. A
storm sower is being constructed along
the line of Tifteenth street, ang 2
large numbor of men have been !or
some timo employed  in dxgging and
Jdaying the sewer. It was noticed by|.
tlte contractors that at many places;:
tho walls of the ditch were of sand
‘and other dirt which wag lkely to
cave in. Tealizing the danger of o
cave-in, the sides of the ditch, which’
near Flfteenth streét reached o depth
of nearly 18 fect, were propped with
wooden supports. ‘With the supports
in place, tho men entered the ditch to
take up their work as usual, fearing
no .danger, ‘slnce the walls had been
propped. All progressed well, the sup-
ports holding and the work being done
in excellent style, until about 6 o’clock
yesterday afternoon, when without a
moment’s warning, a vast mass of the
\sidg of the wall caved in, burying the
unfortunate men in the ditch beneath
its weight. + Those nearest the scene
quickly calling to the other men along
the line, hastened to the place where
tho cave-in had occurred. Hore an
awful sight met their gaze. Charles
Hamilton, one of the -men beneath,
and who . had beon working almost In
,the center of th. place where the ter-
riflc 1all occurred, was burieg up to his
neck by the fall, and Zach Hurle¥, an-
other of the laborers, was buried near-
ly to his arm-pits, To Hamilton, who
it~ was-scen was.in the most peril, the
men.turned their attentlon first, and
frantically attempted to remove “the
dirt -and debris from around him, to
extricate him from his terrible posi-
tion. After several minutes -he was
taken out, and was believed to oe In
an unconsclous state. .A physician
was called and then the awful truth
was made known. He was dead.
A heavy plank near the edge of the
ditch hag struck him in the Dack,
hreaking his neck,

Hurley in the meantime had been
rescued by his comrades and with the
exception of a few bruises, was little
the worse for his experience.

The ambulance was at once sent for
nnd the body taken to the undertaking
establishment. Hamilton was a"young
man, about 25 yenrs of age. and had
been married but a short time to Miss
Allie Tullar,

city took its mame, when it wasg of-
fleially incorporated as a city in 1863,”
said Rev. J. F. Kempker, of Councll
Bluffs, in talkinz thig morning.

“The* voyage of these fcarless ex-
plorers agross the country,” ho con-
tinued, *“was one of the most success-
ful oxpeditions in history. They lost
only ong man, Captain J. S. Floyd,
after whom Floyd county and Floyd
river, In., are-named. The state ercct-
eq a monufment to him on Sargeant's
Bluft, Council Blufts,

“The oxpedition covered a peried
of three years, ang its immediate re-
sult was the journeying to the place
of council, Council Bluffs, of many
traders to Iowa and Ncbraska points
from St. TLouis, which made Council
Bluffs lator the distributing polnt.”

Early Frosts are All That Remain
to be Feared by the

Onc crop at least has been harvested
in Iowa with.the "quality up to the
standard and in, the weekly Dhulleiin
from tho Iowa crop bureau bright hop-
es are glven for the othor crops. The
oats lmrvcst ig“practically complete,
with tho ‘exception of 4 fow countles
fn  tho: northern part of tho state.
T'hreshing from the stock is in pro-
gress. ;

Concerning the goneral conditions of
crops’ during tho past” week tho weok-
ly bulletin has the following to say:

*“Thougl:"slightly -cooler than usual,
the last weeck in July swas generally
favorable for harvest oporations’ and
normal advancement of immature
crops. The rainfall was light in four-
fifths of the state, and excessive in
small areas in the central and north-
crn scetions,

“Except in scattered localities, tho
weather ccnditions werc favorable for
recuring the bulk of the hay crop in
excelient condition, and all reports
indicate that the quallty is ‘superior
1o tho output of recont years, Tho oats
harvest Is practically completed cx-
cept in the northern ‘counties, and
threshing from the shock- ig -~ pro-
gress, The quality of the grain Is
up to the average. The ‘wheat har-
vest I8 nearing completion, and nu-
merous reports are receivad of serious
damago by blight and rust, which will
materially lessen the yield and fmpalir
the quality-of the grain. Theo barley
crop-is fairly good.

“Corn 18 mnkmg voery good progress
in all parts ‘of the state, the moro
advanced portion of the crop being
about normal in sizo and earing heav-
fly. The..potato crop is doing well,
except In a few localities where ‘It is
affected by rot. - The apple, crop main-
taing Itg early promise, except where
tho frult has- boen blown off by high
wlnds i . . .
